«Check pressure relief devices for
corrosion or any damage that would
cause binding and failure to operate.
Only qualified personnel should per-
form disassembly or repair of a pres-
sure relief device. Some jurisdictions
require this work to be performed
by a company holding the National
Board “VR” symbol stamp. Inspect
the outlet and discharge line of the
pressure-relieving device should be
inspected for blockage.

sInspect all drains and blow-off lines
to ensure there is no blockage by de-
bris.
